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Policies and Procedures

Attendance Policy

All cheerleaders are required to be at all practices on time.  All competitions/exhibitions are Mandatory.  All tardies and unexcused absences will be handled between the cheerleader, his/her family and the coaches only. 

Crossovers:  Being a cross over is when you are on 2 teams. There is no extra additional fee for being a cross over except for Cross Over competition fees.  The estimate for crossover competition fees is $400/year.  Crossovers are chosen by the coaching staff.   Please check below whether you are interested in being a crossover.

I understand the whole squad is affected by a member’s non-attendance, and a parent cannot restrict attendance at Cheer due to school work or as a “disciplinary 
punishment” for personal reasons.

I understand that an excused absence is one that is called in to the Rocket Cheerleading line (619-659-8777) prior to practice and is due to a contagious illness or a family emergency.  Please advise coaches of planned family vacations.  If a member is unable to practice due to an injury, it will require a doctor’s note to be excused from participating at practice, and a doctor’s note to return to participation.  However, that member will still be required to attend practices and competitions both for team support and to visually learn anything the team is working on at that practice.

I understand that a statement and upcoming events letter will come home at the end of 
each month for the upcoming month’s events.  It is my responsibility to receive it from my 
cheerleader and read through all the information.

I understand that in the sport of cheerleading, it is extremely important that all team 
members work together with integrity and respect.  Not only do the members need to 
show up on time to all practices, competitions and other events, but they need to, at all 
times, show respect for their peers and coaches.

I understand all members must show a positive attitude, as well as, work as team players, doing their best at all times for the benefit of the entire team.  This also applies to the parents.  All participants, whether cheerleaders or their family members, must work together as a team, encouraging each other to do their best at all times.

I understand any negative discussion about another member, another parent, a coach, a staff member, or even another team will not be tolerated and may lead to dismissal from the Rocket team.  In the same consideration, no member or his/her immediate family may be currently and/or deliberately affiliated with any other San Diego All Star Cheerleading group.  

_____
I understand that cheerleading is a “team sport” and that each cheerleader’s commitment is 
necessary to have a successful season.  Each individual cheerleader is important and 
necessary in order for the team to function to the best of their ability. Therefore, it is 
detrimental to the team to have a member “drop out” mid season.  A termination fee of $150 
must be paid in order to terminate this contract and refunds are not available.

Financial Responsibilities

  I understand that a non-refundable deposit of $200 is due By April 30, 2010 or upon cheer

team registration.

I understand that I am solely responsible for my monthly payment and that it must be paid on time.  If payment is not received on or before the first of the month, I understand I will be responsible for paying a $25 late fee.  I understand that payments and late fees are not negotiable.
_____
I understand that all payments must be made by cash, check (made payable to GymTrix), money order, Visa, MasterCard, Discover, or American Express in good standing.  For any check that is returned unpaid, a $25 fee will be added to the account and future payments will have to be made by cash, money order, Visa or MasterCard. No exceptions will be made for late payments.  If an account goes unpaid for more than one month (not paid by the first of  the month after originally due), that member will not be permitted to participate in practices, competitions, or special events until the balance due is paid in full.  Try-outs are April 14, 15, and 16, and official Rocket practices will begin Monday, April 19th.  Deposit of $200 is due at first practice.

I understand that refunds will not be issued.  Any unused money in a cheerleader’s 
account can be used for services and/or merchandise at Gym Trix.

I understand that fundraising is optional and will be available monthly.  Money 


raised through fundraising will go into each cheerleader’s separate account.

I understand that if for any reason I choose to terminate this contract a termination fee of 
$150 must be paid.
