· All teams will be given a meeting place on Friday after their performance rounds. All cheerleaders must meet the team parents at the assigned spot on Saturday and Sunday at assigned time fully dressed and makeup on. 

· All cheerleaders will be given shoe tags that must be applied to their right sneakers. THEY CANNOT BE REMOVED. IF IT IS LOST YOU WILL HAVE TO PAY $125.00 FOR A NEW ONE. 

· Senior 2 and 3 must have on jeans and warm-up jackets and cheerleading sneakers with tag when coming to watch the mini’s perform. 

· The minis must have on jeans,warmup jacket and cheerleading sneakers with tag on it when coming to watch senior 2 and 3

· If they do not have their sneakers with their tags on their feet they will not be permitted in the arena
