Champion Cheer Hot Shots for 4 & 5 year olds is the perfect opportunity for your 
young cheerleader to take part in All Star Cheerleading!  Hot Shots will practice one day a 
week from mid-May through mid-March working on tumbling, jumping, motions, and 
stunting.  Toward the end of the summer, they will learn a routine that incorporates all as-
pects of cheerleading.  Hot Shots will exhibit at the CCA Show Off and at four local com-
petitions giving them valuable experience performing in front of nationally known judges 
and thousands of spectators increasing their confidence and courage!   
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1) Read through this packet carefully.  All Star Cheerleading is a team sport that requires a com-
mitment.  Please make sure you understand that commitment. 

2) Please note that all age distinctions are based on the athletes age as of Aug. 31, 2011. 
3)  Fill out the Candidate Information Form and return it with a check made out to Champion 

Cheer for your $150 dollar down payment, the Parent Code of Conduct, the 2011 Release 
Form, the Practice Clothes Order Form, the Spirit Celebration Release form and the ACH or 
CC Form.  New students will also need to pay the $20 insurance fee and the $20 family regis-
tration fee.  Candidate Information Packets are due by Saturday, May 14th. 

4)  Attend the first practice on Tuesday, May 17th at 4:00 PM.  First payment for Up Front Pay-
ments and Three Installments Due on this day.  Monthly Dues will run on this day. 

 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
1) Hot Shots will practice on Tuesdays from 4-5 PM.  Although we strive to keep practice times  
consistent, they may change over the course of the year.  Extra practices will be added around 
competition times to help the little ones with memorization.  These practices will be held mainly 
on Fridays, Saturdays or Sundays. 
 
2)  The Hot Shots season runs from mid-May (first practice on Tuesday, May 17th) through mid-
March (last practice on Tuesday, March 6th).  It is a ten month commitment. 
 
3)  All squad members are required to take a tumbling class while on the squad.  The cost is in-
cluded in the monthly tuition.  All students will be required to enroll in an available class, and 
will then be automatically re-enrolled in that class for the remainder of the season.   Week to 
week privates do not count toward the class requirement. 
 
4)  If the viewing room becomes a negative environment at any time in the year, it will be closed.   
This includes parents talking negatively about the team, the coaches, other parents or other team 
members.  We will also close the viewing room if parents are interrupting the practices by com-
ing into the gym or by pulling their kids out of the gym. 
 
5)  Athletes must not be left at the gym after practice time has ended or dropped off early.  Ath-
letes who are left at the gym after closing time will be fined a late pick up fee. 
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Please check all dates carefully.  All events and competitions are manda-
tory.  We will only consider excusing an absence for a major event if we 
are notified PRIOR to tryouts.  All dates for competitions are tentative 
based off of the 10-11 season.  Our actual competition schedule will be  

finalized in August.

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Practices 
  
 All Star Cheerleading is cheerleading’s version of “select” sports.  It takes a full commit-
ment from both the athlete and the family.  Due to the size of the commitment, we do not allow 
our All Stars to participate in any other sports or activities that will conflict with practices or 
competitions.  If outside activities become a conflict, the athlete will have to choose between 
cheer and the other activity.  The ability of all of the athletes to attend all practices maximizes 
the individual’s and the team’s ability to reach their full potential.  Practices are mandatory. Ex-
cused practices include school events that are graded, severe illness or family emergency.  Fam-
ily travel during the summer will be excused with advance notice.   Missing a mandatory prac-
tice or a practice during the one week period before a regional competition or the two weeks 
prior to a national competition due to an unexcused absence may result in the removal of the 
athlete from the team.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 

Competitions 
 

 Missing a major Champion event or competition for any reason may result in the removal of 
the athlete from the team.  If an athlete is ill on the day of a competition, they will be expected 
to show up to the competition and do their best to perform.  In the case of severe illness, the 
parents will be expected to stay in frequent communication with the coaches and work with a 
doctor to make every attempt to get the child better as soon as possible. 
 
 

Summer Vacations 
 

 Our summer vacation policy balances the importance of family time and the needs of 
the team.  We will allow a maximum of three weeks for summer vacations between the dates of 
June 6th through August 14th.  We must receive prior notice of the vacations in writing or by e-
mail by May 26th.  We ask that you try to schedule your vacations to minimize the amount of 
practice time missed, and when possible, to take advantage of the summer break from August 
5th-14th.  During the summer, when you are in town, you need to be at practice.

1)  All candidates must show a $0 balance on their Champion account from any previous commitments to  
be eligible to be on Hot Shots for the 2011-2012 Season. 
 
2)  We include all of the fees, with the exception of the uniform items (skirt, top, bow & shoes) and op-
tional warm ups in the program cost so that there are no hidden fees throughout the year.  The fees include 
ten months of all star and class tuition, practice outfits (2 shirts/2 shorts), nationals shirt, music fee,  re-
gional competition fees and national competition fees.  
                    
3)  Hot Shots is a ten month program that runs from mid-May through mid-March.  By agreeing to  take a 
spot on a team, you are agreeing to a ten month commitment and will owe tuition for all ten months. 
 
4)  Each athlete will need to purchase their uniform which costs $189.28 after tax.  Returning Hot Shots 
may carry over their uniform.  There may be an opportunity to purchase a used uniform for a reduced cost. 
Each athlete will also need to purchase their bow ($14.99) and Reebok shoes ($45).  Warm ups will be an 
optional purchase for approximately $75 plus tax.  The uniform fee will be due at the time of the fittings in 
June or July.  We will carry the other items in our store, so you may purchase them at the fittings or at any 
time prior to Show Off.  Returning squad members may also carry over their Reeboks from last year if 
they still fit. 
 
5)  Each student’s registration and insurance dues must remain current throughout the year.  All Stars will 
be required to pay the $20 supplementary insurance fee per child and the $20 registration fee per family 
with their Candidate Information Form. 
 
6)  The tuition portion of your fees covers regular practices, extra practices and staff assistance at competi-
tions.  Tuition will not be prorated for holidays, gym closings and weeks without all star practices. 
 
7)  If a customer’s account falls past due, they will forfeit all discounts that were previously applied in-
cluding family discounts and the 3% discount for the three installments plan.  If an athlete’s financial ac-
count falls 30 days past due, the athlete will be removed from the competition routine and will not be al-
lowed to participate in practices or any other CCA activities.  There will be a $15 fee for declined ACH, 
credit card transactions or returned checks.  There is a $10 late fee for accounts that fall 8 days past due. 
 
8)  If an athlete is unable to finish their year due to injury (must turn in a doctor’s note) or relocation, we 
will balance your account determining the fees and tuition that have been spent.  You will receive a credit 
from Champion for any fees or tuition that have been paid to Champion but not used.  However, please be 
aware that if you choose the ten month payment plan, you may owe additional fees that were not yet cov-
ered through your prorated monthly fees.  This is particularly true in the first six months of the program 
when we pay out most of our expenses.  All resignations must be received in writing.  Competition entry 
fees cannot be refunded for any reason (including injury) once they are paid out. 
 
9)  If an athlete quits without a doctor’s written excuse, they will be responsible for paying any uncovered 
expenses and a $100 penalty fee.  If the athlete resigns prior to receiving any part of their uniform, acces-
sories or practice clothes, the items will become the property of Champion Cheer, and the athlete will not 
receive a refund.  All resignations must be received in writing.   
 
10)  If an athlete is left at the gym for more than 15 minutes past closing time, their account will be billed 
$10 for every 15 minutes that the parent is late. 



  
 
 
 
  
 We offer three separate payment plans for you to choose from.  The first plan will save you 5% off 
of the tuition portion of your dues by making one payment of the program fee less the down payment and 
the discount.  The payment must be made by cash, cashier’s check or personal check and will be due on 
Tuesday, May 17th.  The second payment plan saves you 3% off of the tuition portion of your dues by 
making three equal installments in May, July and September.  Each payment must be made by ACH 
withdrawal, cash, cashier’s check or personal check.  The first payment is due on Tuesday, May 17th.  
The final plan allows you to pay off the program fee over the entire ten month period of May 2011 
through February 2012.  Everyone who chooses the monthly plan must sign up for automatic pay-
ment with ACH or debit/credit card.   The person responsible for the financial payment must fill 
out the financial information and sign the authorization for the ACH/credit card payment.  This 
includes non-custodial parents or other family members who are assuming responsibility for the 
account.

1) All candidates must show a $0 balance on their Champion account from any previous commitments to be  
eligible to participate for the 2011-2012 Season.   
 
2) All students’ registration and insurance dues must remain current throughout the year.  New All Stars will be  
required to pay the $20 insurance fee per child and the $20 registration fee per family with their candidate  
information packet.   
 
3) All squad members are required to take a class while on the squad.  The cost of the class is included in your  
monthly all star tuition.  Week to week privates do not count toward the class requirement. 
 
4) Due to the size of the commitment, we do not allow our All Stars to participate in any other sports or activities  
that will conflict with practices or competitions.  If their other activities do conflict, the athlete may have to choose. 
 
5) Missing any practices during the week prior to a regional competition or the two weeks prior to a national com- 
petition due to an unexcused absence may result in the removal of the athlete from the team. 
 
6) Missing a major Champion event or competition will result in the removal of the athlete from the team. 
 
7) Our summer vacation policy allows three weeks for summer vacations.  We must receive prior notice of the vaca-
tions in writing or by e-mail by Thursday, May 26th.  We believe that three weeks will be ample time for family va-
cations and church or youth camps.  
 
8) If you already have a major conflict with any of our scheduled events or competition dates, you must notify us in 
writing by attaching a note to your candidate information sheet.   
 
9) If the viewing room becomes a negative environment at any time in the year, it will be closed.   
 
10) Each athlete will need to purchase their uniform which costs $189.28 after tax.  Returning Hot Shots may carry 
over their uniform.  There may be an opportunity to purchase a used uniform for a reduced cost. Each athlete will 
also need to purchase their bow ($14.99) and Reebok shoes ($45).  Warm ups will be an optional purchase for ap-
proximately $75 plus tax.
