

RULES AND REGULATIONS CONTRACT

I hereby understand that each time “Magic” is mentioned throughout this contract it is meant to be all inclusive of Midwest Magic Allstars, coaches, and employees.

GENERAL

1. Only registered athletes are allowed in the practice area.
2. Siblings, family members, friends, etc. are not allowed in the practice area.


3. All spectators must sit in the designated seating area and keep the noise level down at all times.
4. Any person that disrupts a practice will be asked to leave the gym immediately.
5. No food, drinks, or gum are permitted in the practice areas.
6. All trash must be disposed in the appropriate trash receptacles.
7. Cell phones and pagers must be put on silent mode and left outside of the practice area.
8. Magic is not responsible for any personal items lost or stolen.
9. The Magic website and E-mails must be checked daily for any and all updates.
10. All completed forms or information needed by Magic will be downloaded and turned in to the Magic office as requested.

TEAMS

· Magic retains the right to:
1. Place its athletes on the team(s) it feels will best suit them and the program.
2. Move, replace, add, suspend, or even dismiss an athlete for a period of time or indefinitely from a team or the entire program based on criteria including but not limited to:

A. Attendance

B. Conduct

C. Skills

D. Finances

E. Parent conflicts
3. Decide if an athlete may participate on more than one team.
4. Decide the roles and/or positions an athlete will have/play on their team(s). (E.g. base, flyer, back spot, tumbler, dancer, alternate, etc.). 

5. Request that an athlete or team take additional classes or camps to improve their skills.

6. Request that an athlete or team practice longer than their regularly scheduled time or add additional practices, camps, or competitions if deemed necessary.

· Athletes that elect to participate on more than one Magic team must:
1. Be in good financial standing.
2. Be willing and able to fulfill all the responsibilities required by each team.
3. Be responsible for any additional entry fees they incur beyond their first team.

ATTENDANCE
· All athletes must:
1. Make Magic priority over any other extracurricular activities.
2. Attend and be prepared to participate in all Magic activities including those unexpectedly added throughout the season regardless of illness or injury unless otherwise recommended by a doctor through valid written documentation.
3. Arrive at least 15 minutes early to all Magic activities.
4. Schedule all vacations so as not to interfere with any Magic activities.
5. Notify Magic in writing immediately of all expected tardiness or absences.
6. Notify Magic by phone immediately of any unexpected tardiness or absences.

DRESS CODE


All athletes must:
7. Maintain a well-groomed appearance and good personal hygiene at all times.
8. Hair must be kept out of the face (if possible in a high ponytail) and a bow worn at all times when wearing any Magic uniform unless otherwise instructed.
9. Nails must be kept shorter than fingertips when participating in any physical Magic activity.
10. No jewelry (other than approved medical ID tags) is allowed when wearing any Magic practice, warm up, camp, or competition uniform.
11. No tattoos or inappropriately dyed or cut hairstyles should be visible when wearing any Magic apparel.
12. All lost or noticeably damaged uniform items must be repurchased immediately and a matching substitute worn until the item is replaced.

13. Magic colors to be worn until August 1, when the practice uniforms arrive:  t-shirt, shorts, ribbon and cheer shoes.

COMPETITION DRESS CODE

By each team’s scheduled meeting time:

1. Athletes must be dressed in their standard issued “MAGIC” competition:

2. All rollers must be taken out and hair and make-up must be complete as per coach’s request.

3. All jewelry (except approved medical ID tags) and colored nail polish must be removed.

4. All non-uniform items such as sunglasses, cell phones, CD players, and iPods must be put away.
· Any braces or tape needed to perform must be supplied by the athlete and put on before going to warm up mat.


After competing:

1. Athletes may only change into their official Magic competition t-shirt and warm ups.
2. No skirts may be worn over warm up pants.
3. Socks and sneakers must be worn at all times.


During awards ceremonies, athletes must be in full competition uniform and may not wear backpacks, warm ups or any other items.

SPORTSMANSHIP/CONDUCT

All athletes AND parents must always:

1. Set a positive example for others to follow.
2. Refrain from gossiping or any form of verbal or physical confrontation.
3. Be respectful and courteous to everyone.
4. Schedule an appointment to speak with a coach or other staff member to discuss any issues that may arise.
5. Refrain from celebrating the misfortune or defeat of another person, team, or program.
6. Accept team placements and awards with dignity and class.
HEALTH

All athletes must:
1. Provide Magic with current health insurance and emergency contact information.
2. Inform Magic of all medical conditions that may limit or prevent their ability to participate in any Magic activities.
3. Notify Magic of any injuries sustained as a result of their participation in any sanctioned Magic activities.
4. Provide valid written documentation from a doctor explaining the reason(s) and the duration for which they may be limited or unable to participate in any Magic activities.
5. Provide Magic with a list of any medications that they are currently taking.
6. Refrain from the illegal use of drugs, alcohol, tobacco or any other substances.
7. Participate in any drug or health related testing, counseling, or rehabilitation if asked to do so.
TRAVEL / COMPETITIONS

All athletes and their families must:
1. Have all travel arrangements booked by the travel block black out dates.
2. Arrive to competition by the designated check-in time and will check-in with the coaches/staff/gym owners accordingly.

I also understand that by signing this contract I am bound to not use my child’s participation in this program as a form of punishment as I realize that it also punishes their team and the entire Magic Program. Furthermore, I understand that being a Magic member is a commitment on the part of the parent as well. I realize that when representing Magic I must always conduct myself with class and responsibility. I understand that any athlete or parent that does not abide by the rules and regulations fore mentioned in this contract, or that is consistently negative, or acts in a manner that jeopardizes the name and reputation of Magic, will be subject to removal from the program. In addition, I agree to give Magic full permission to seek medical attention and/or take any actions deemed necessary including but not limited drug testing to ensure the safety and well being of my child and those around them.
