Tryout Information for the 2010-2011 Season
Welcome to Envy Cheer and thank you for your interest in our All-Star Cheerleading program. We are extremely excited about the upcoming season and look forward to the opportunity to work you and your athlete.

Envy Cheer opened it’s doors in March of 2007 and since has won over 70 National and Grand Champion titles, as well as multiple choreography, showmanship, sportsmanship, spirit and other specialty awards. Envy competitive teams are not recreational. We train to compete. We are looking for athletes that are willing to commit a full year to the program, work hard to improve individual and team skills, be a loyal teammate and be respectable on and off the competition floor. This type of goal requires strict attendance policies and structured workouts.  We want everyone to be aware of our expectations, so we have prepared the attached packet to outline Envy’s policies and estimated costs for the upcoming season. We know that this type of program is not for everyone, so please read carefully and consider the commitment involved in being on a competitive squad. There is an informational parent meeting before tryouts to discuss the costs for the upcoming year and to answer any questions you may have. The parent meeting will be held at the gym:

Tryout information:

 Tryouts will be held on Saturday April 24, 2010 at the following times: 

Show Team & Level 1: 10:00-11:00

Level 2: 11:00-12:30

Level 3: 12:30-2:30

Level 4 & 5: 2:30-4:30

Here is a break down of skills for each level:

Level 1: forward roll, cartwheel, round off, front and back walkovers

Level 2: front walkover, standing BHS, RO BHS, RO BHS series, back walkover BHS connected

Level 3: standing series, RO BHS back tuck, punch front, Toe Touch BHS

Level 4: standing back tuck, Toe touch BHS back tuck, standing 2 to a layout, RO BHS layout, running and standing alternate passes

Level 5: RO BHS full or double full, toe touch back tuck, standing full, alternate passes ending in a twisting skill

You need to attend the level of the skills you have MASTERED. This means the skills for that level are perfected with no spots and every time you are asked to perform them.  If you have some of the next level skills you are welcome to show them to us as well. While this is the tumbling criterion for each level, there are more aspects of cheerleading then just tumbling. Just because you have the tumbling skills for a level does not automatically mean you make that level team.

Your child will not be trying out for a specific team or position. We will not make any decision as to what teams will be created until after the tryout process is complete. Throughout the year, we may decide to move your child or an entire team to a different team or level based on ability, work ethic, attitude, etc. This move may be up or down and the coaching staff can only make this decision. Please note that Envy coaches reserve the right to change team divisions throughout the season based on changes in division rules and/or eligibility for various events. Parents are not to question the coach’s decision about the routine, practices or the placement of an athlete on a particular team. 
 

Tryout results will be posted on Sunday April 25, 2010 on our website, www.envycheer.com.  Practice days and times will also be posted at that time. We will start new team practices on Monday May 3, 2010. 

 

Costs Involved

The following is a list of estimated fees for the 2010-2011 season. We understand that all-star cheerleading is an expensive extra-curricular activity so please do not tryout if you are unable or unwilling to pay the fees associated with the sport. The following amounts are just an ESTIMATE and are subject to change.  

*Annual registration: $40.00 per athlete

* Monthly tuition: $ 140.00 for the 1st athlete, $105.00 for the 2nd athlete, $80.00 for the 3rd athlete in the same immediate family.                     

* Practice clothes: $75.00

* Uniform: $260.00 – $300.00

*Warm Ups: $140.00 (will be the same as the 09-10 season)

* Booster club dues: $25.00 per family

* Choreography: $125.00 per athlete

* Competition fees: $800.00 per athlete (these are just the athletes entry fees to the competitions. This does not include any travel expenses!)

***In addition to the above, athletes are responsible for purchasing their own shoes and competition make up***  

 

Monthly Tuition & Registration

At tryouts your May tuition and registration payment will be due. You will NOT be allowed to participate in the tryout process until this is paid. Every month after that tuition is due by the 25th of the month. If tuition isn’t paid by the 25th, a $25 late fee will be added. Tuition will not be pro-rated for missed practices due to vacations, holidays, competitions, gym closings, sickness or injuries. Teams will have plenty of extra practices during competition season to make up the time due to gym holidays / closings.  The season runs from May 1st through April 30th. All payments are made payable to Envy Cheer.

 

Booster Club
The purpose of the Booster Club is to organize and mange all gym events such as fundraising, special events, end of year parties etc. We do understand that competitive cheerleading is very expensive and we make every effort to keep cost down. The Booster Club will offer a minimum of 3 fundraisers during the season.  Fundraisers are OPTIONAL, and benefit you and only you and are credited towards your non-tuition items.

 

Non-Tuition Payments
In efforts to make things easier, all non-tuition items are on a payment schedule and are as follows;

May 15th  - $225.00 club dues, practice clothes, choreography               

June 15th  - $260.00 - $300.00 Uniform                   

July 15th   - $140.00 Warm Ups              

August 15th  - $200.00 competition fees                 

September 15th  - $200.00 competition fees          

October 15th  - $200.00 competition fees       

November 15th  - $200.00 competition fees         

**All payments are made to ENVY CHEER. We do offer a 10% discount if you would like to pay for the entire season up front.**

 

Refunds
Should your athlete be removed from the program for either disciplinary reasons or by your choice, there are NO REFUNDS for any reason, NO EXCEPTIONS. If you have paid for any non-tuition items but haven’t yet received them they then become the property of Envy Cheer.

 

Absences/Tardiness
The success of our teams depends on each individual’s commitment to the program. In order to build a strong team, we must have a strong dedication to the program. During the summer months we understand practices will be missed due to vacations, but an excess of absences may result in being moved to a lower level team or being removed from the program all together. You must fill out an absence request form by JUNE 1, 2010 for all summer vacations. If your coach does not receive this form BEFORE you miss, then your absence will NOT be excused. Starting AUGUST 1, 2009 all practices including extra practices are MANDATORY! We will be starting choreography at this time and we must have ALL ATHLETES at ALL PRACTICES!  If you’re going to be late for any reason, you must call or e-mail Matt or Heather. Excused absences will be granted for the following:

·Participating in a school function resulting in a grade (must fill out an absence request form two weeks prior to missing practice).

·Illness with a fever or vomiting (must notify Matt or Heather before you miss practice. If the illness causes you to miss more then one practice that week you will need to provide a doctor’s note when returning to practice).

If excess absences (excused or unexcused) occur the athlete may be removed from the program. If an athlete misses ANY practices (normal practices or extra practices) two weeks prior to a competition, it is at the discretion of the coaches whether or not they compete. Just because you notify your coach of an absence does not automatically make it excused!

July 2-5: 4th of July

November 24-28: Thanksgiving

December 23-January 3 – Christmas and New Years

Competitions

All competitions are MANDATORY. Please don’t make any additional plans for the day of a competition. It’s expected that athletes come and cheer on ALL ENVY TEAMS as they perform. We ask that parents sit together during competitions; it makes for a loud and much more exciting atmosphere for the athletes. The louder the better! Regional competitions are either Saturday or Sunday and National competitions are both Saturday and Sunday. All competitions are local with the exception of 2 out of town events for all teams. We are also planning on taking select teams to either Tampa or Orlando for a competition this season (this trip will be in either March or April 2011). You are responsible for any travel costs incurred for an out of town competition. Please DO NOT pre pay for any hotel rooms for out of town competitions. Sometimes dates change or events get canceled. Envy Cheer is NOT responsible for any funds lost due to pre paying for hotel rooms.
 

Athletes

Athletes must have a positive attitude and come to each practice ready to work hard and give it their all! Negative behavior will not be tolerated. Any form of disrespect or actions contrary to expected conduct towards the gym, coaches, other athletes, parents, or other gyms will result in immediate dismissal from the program.

 

No cell phones, jewelry, gum chewing, food or drink (with the exception of water) will be allowed at practice. 

 

Athletes and parents must represent Envy Cheer in a positive manner AT ALL TIMES. This includes showing good sportsmanship on and off the floor as well as having respect for all competitors, coaches, staff and judges at competitions. 

 

Parents

Parents are encouraged to stay and watch practices; however, this must be done from the viewing area. Parents will not coach or interact with the athletes or coaches during a practice. Please do not approach a coach during a practice; this becomes very distracting for the athletes. If there is a situation and you need to speak with the coach, please schedule a time before or after the practice to resolve any issues. NO PARENTS ARE ALLOWED INSIDE THE GYM AT ANY TIME FOR ANY REASON WITHOUT PERMISSION FROM A COACH!

 

Parents are responsible for paying tuition and all other fees on time. If an account becomes past due, the athlete could be suspended from the program until all accounts are brought current. If this behavior is habitual the athlete could be dismissed from the program without notice. There will be a $35 charge for all returned checks.

What You Need to Bring to Tryouts:

At tryouts you will need to bring the following: a check or credit card form for May’s tuition and registration, a completed registration form, and a completed athlete information form. EVERYONE needs to bring these items, even if you are currently on an Envy team.  If we do not receive payment as well as all completed forms, your child will not be allowed to participate in the tryout process. 

Show Team Information:

The show team is designed for boys and girls ages 3 and up who are looking to learn the basics of competitive cheerleading at an early age. This team will go to 3 or 4 competitions throughout the season to perform. This team will not be ranked, but instead every child will receive a trophy or medal after their performance. 

Tuition for the show team is $85.00 a month and this includes two one-hour practices per week as well as one hour long tumbling class per week. This is the cost for ALL SHOW TEAM kids, regardless if they have a sibling on another team. 

The show team will use the same uniform as last year. We will do our best to find pre-owned uniforms for this team to keep costs down. Warm ups and practice clothes are optional this year for this team and if you choose to purchase them they will be the same price as the competition teams.
