Prices and Payment Policies
Effective May 1, 2013
Registration Fee:   


$25 for new students     

$15 for returning students
All new and returning students must register to guarantee a place in their class of choice.  Classes are filled on a first-come first-serve basis.  No registrations will be accepted if the student has an outstanding balance.  Registration fees are non-refundable.
Tuition (Cheerleading, Dance, and Tumbling):

Tuition is due in full on the 1st day of each month.  If not paid by the 10th of the month a $15 late fee will be added to your account.  Students will not be allowed to attend class if their account is past due.  Tuition is the same for all months whether there are 5, 4 or 3 instruction days.  Tuition is due May through August for all Cheerleading, Dance and Tumbling classes.  Uniform fees, costume fees, and competition fees are not included in the tuition price.
Tuition payments can be dropped of in the locked mailbox outside the front door or can be mailed to the address above.  Payments can also be made over the phone.  We will accept Cash, Check, MasterCard, Visa, or Debit Cards.

$10 Multi-Class discount applies to students
$75 for Stunt Class (if the only class taken)
 taking both dance and cheer/tumble classes
All-Star Competition Dance Teams:

$65 for May – July   (1) 1 ½ hour class per week

$90 for August – April   (2) 1 ½ hour classes per week 

All-Star Competition Cheer Teams:

$90 for May – July   (2)  1 ½ hour classes per week

$110 for August – April   (2) 2 hour classes per week plus a 1 ½ hour tumbling class

Crossovers between Competition Cheer & Competition Dance:

Any Competition Cheerleader who chooses to cross over to a Competition Dance Team will receive a $20 discount on the monthly tuition for the second class.  The uniform fees will be the same as for everyone else and will not be discounted.  The competition fee for crossovers will be determined by the competition rules, not by us. Some competitions offer a reduced fee for crossovers, however some do not.  The Coaches Assessment fee will not be reduced.
Private Lessons: 

Cheerleading, Tumbling, and Dance:


$35 for 30 minutes




$50 for 30 minutes with 2 students 

$50 for 45 minutes




$70 for 45 minutes with 2 students

$65 for 60 minutes




$90 for 60 minutes with 2 students

You may take private cheerleading, tumbling, or dance lessons with the instructor of your choice.  If you are currently enrolled in a cheerleading, tumbling, or dance class and your account is not past due you may sign up for individual private lessons.  If you are not currently enrolled in a cheerleading and/or tumbling class, you must sign up and pay for a minimum of 4 private lessons at a time.  All private lessons must be paid for at the time they are booked.  Coach availability will only be posted 2 weeks in advance and the schedule for the upcoming week will be closed the Friday before.  Therefore, if you want a private lesson for the next week it will need to be made before Friday at 5:00 p.m.  All private lessons will need to be scheduled at least 48 hours in advance.  This will allow the coaches time to make the necessary arrangements to be at the gym at the requested time.
NOTE: You must pay for all private lessons when you sign up for them.  If you are unable to make it to the lesson, you can reschedule provided that you give at least a 24 hour notice of cancellation.  If you do not give advance notice of cancellation, your fee will be forfeited to the coach.  The coaches and instructors come to the gym based on their schedule and therefore should be compensated for their time.  Private lessons are based on the availability of the coach and the specific area of the gym you wish to train in.  Each coach and/or instructor has the right to end a lesson at their discretion if the student is not being attentive, is misbehaving or disrespectful.
Drop-In Classes:

$20 per class

There are drop-in classes available at various times.  These classes are notated with a dollar amount on the schedule.  Advance notice is not required for these classes, however it is recommended.  These classes are regular monthly classes with students enrolled specifically in that class so spaces are limited.  Drop-ins will be accepted on a first come, first serve basis so if you are not pre-registered for that class you may not be allowed to participate.
Family and Multiple Class Discounts:

Additional family member    $10 off   (must be immediate family – brother, sister, mother, father)

Additional classes taken        $10 off 
  (for the same individual)
Discounts are for monthly tuition only and do not apply to private lessons.  In addition, discounts do not apply to uniform and costume fees or competition fees.  Family Discounts will be applied to the family member taking the least amount of classes, not necessarily in the order of registration.  Family & Multiple Class Discounts can not be combined.  The discount allowing the greatest benefit will be applied to the account.
Prepayment Discounts:

5% plus $10 in WE Bucks when tuition is prepaid for 3 months.

7% plus $25 in WE Bucks when tuition is prepaid for 6 months.

10% plus $40 in WE Bucks when tuition is prepaid for the full year (August – May) or 9+ months.
Discounts are for monthly tuition only and do not apply to private lessons.  In addition, discounts do not apply to uniform and costume fees or competition fees.

Referral Program:

You will receive $5 in WE Bucks for each person you refer to the gym when they register for a class.  The person must tell us at the time of registering that they were referred by you.  WE Bucks will not be given out after the fact.
WE Bucks:

WE Bucks are a great way to earn extra money.  The easiest way to earn WE Bucks is by referring your friends to the gym.  There will also be lots of other opportunities to earn WE Bucks such as perfect attendance and prepaying your tuition.  WE Bucks can be used in the pro shop to purchase merchandise of your choice and will be honored at face value.  No change will be given for unused portions of WE Bucks and WE Bucks cannot be used to pay any type of tuition, registration, uniform or competition fees. Lost or stolen WE Bucks will not be replaced.  Any WE Bucks that appear to be duplicated or altered will not be honored.

Uniform fees, costume fees, and practice clothes:

You will be given a list of the costs associated with the class your child is enrolled in.  All costs will be detailed out as specifically as possible along with a payment schedule.  All prices listed will be at the current cost quoted to us.  There will be no credits or refunds.  Likewise, there will be no additional charges for items that have already been quoted on your list.  The only change will be if additional items are needed.  There will be no discounts on uniforms, costumes, or cheer shoes since we will only be charging you the cost of the items you order.  Any additional items ordered must be paid for when ordered.
All-Star Competition Fees:

You will be given a list of competition dates and hotel information for the team your child is on, along with a payment schedule.  There is a coach’s assessment fee for each competition which ranges from $15 - $30 per student that is already added in to the package price.  The coach’s fees are determined by how many days for a competition.  
Gift Certificates:

Gift Certificates are available in any amount.  Please see someone at the front desk for more information.
Returned Checks:
There will be $30 fee for all returned checks and the check must be paid with cash or certified funds.  Your child will not be allowed to attend class until the returned check is cleared up.  If you have more than one returned check during a 6 month period, your account will be flagged and all future payments will have to be made with cash or certified funds.  

Refunds:

Fees and tuition are not refundable unless there is an emergency or unforeseen circumstance that prevents you from continuing your class.  Should something happen, you will need to contact Susan Colson at 229-563-1901.  We do understand that emergencies happen and we will consider your situation on a case by case basis.  Please understand that we may require documentation or proof of your situation in order to approve a refund or credit to your account.  If your request is approved, you will receive a credit to your account to be used for future expenses of the same nature (ex: tuition for tuition).  Cash refunds will only be given in the most extreme situations.

We have taken great pride in creating a top notch training facility with certified coaches and excellent training equipment to ensure your child will receive the best possible training.  Please understand that all of this comes at a great cost to us, therefore the payment policies will be strictly enforced and there will be no exceptions.  
Note:  These prices are effective May 1, 2012.  All prices and classes are subject to change without notice.  Please feel free to check with the front desk for current prices and class schedules.

Gym Policies

Your competition cheerleading shoes are not to be worn outside of the gym.  After class, please remember to remove your shoes.
Classes:  Classes are scheduled to start at a specific time.  Please wait in the lobby until your class time.  Your coach will come get you.  Please be courteous to your other classmates and be on time and ready to start practice.  This includes having your shoes on and tied and your hair secured out of your face.  

Private Lessons:  If you are taking a private lesson, please arrive 5 – 10 minutes early so you can stretch prior to your lesson.  You will not be allowed to begin your lesson until have stretched, therefore failure to arrive early will only cut down on the amount of time you have left for your lesson.

Your Body:  Cheerleading, tumbling and dance are very strenuous activities and we expect our gym members to be in top physical shape. This includes flexibility, strength, and endurance.  If a student is struggling in one of those areas, they may be asked to take other classes to better prepare them.  These classes are not included in the monthly tuition and would therefore be an additional cost to you.  Our goal is to train you to be the best you can be in cheerleading, tumbling or dance.  In order to do so, you will be expected to take care of your body. This means no alcohol, tobacco or drugs.  Anyone who is caught drinking, smoking, or using drugs will be expected to take the necessary steps to overcome the issue.  This includes all forms of eating disorders as well.

Tardiness: You will be considered tardy if you are more than 5 minutes late to practice or if you leave before the end of practice.  We understand that there are occasional things that happen that can cause you to run late.  However, if it becomes a regular occurrence you could be dismissed from your team or class.  Arriving late or leaving early is very disruptive to a class. For competition teams, one person’s absence can actually prevent several people from being able to practice and that is unfair to your teammates.
Missed Classes – Competition Teams:  If you are on a competition team, it is MANDATORY that you be at ALL practices.  Please mark your calendars now and make your other plans around your practice schedule.  In order for a team to practice, everyone must be there.  Every person on a team has a specific part in the routine and it isn’t fair to your teammates if they can’t practice the full routine.  The only excused absence for a team member is in the case of an emergency.  As soon as you know that you will not be able to make a practice, you should call your coach directly so they will have time to rework the plan for that practice.  Do not call the front desk – we may or may not be able to get the message to the coach in between classes.  If you have more than one unexcused absence or fail to notify your coach on more than one occasion that you will not be at practice, he/she has the right to sit you out of the next competition.   If you have 3 or more unexcused absences or failures to call in, your coach has the right to dismiss you from the team.

Missed Competitions or Gym Activity (applies only to competition teams):  Competitions are MANDATORY. You must be present for all competitions – no excuses except in the case of an extreme emergency.  Please mark you calendars and share the dates with other family members so vacations, holidays, etc can be planned accordingly.  If you miss a competition, your coach has the right to sit you out of the next competition or even dismiss you from the team if he/she feels it is necessary. 
Dismissal from a Team/Class:  If you are dismissed from a team due to unexcused absences or tardiness, you will not be allowed to try out for any competition team at this gym.  However, you might still be allowed to take regular classes depending on the reason for your dismissal.  This will be at the coach’s discretion. 

School Activities:  We will make every attempt to work with you if you have a school activity that conflicts with a practice.  However, you must notify your coach as soon as possible.  You will be required to provide verification and/or documentation from the school.  

Cell Phones:  Cell phones should be turned off when you enter the gym and placed at the front counter or with your belongings.  Cell phones are not allowed on the practice floor for any reason.  You may not check your phone for messages during your breaks.  If your phone becomes disruptive to the class, your Coach has the right to take the phone and put it behind the front desk until the end of practice.

Personal Belongings:  We can not be responsible for any items you bring into or leave behind at the gym.  There will be a lost and found box inside the gym for any items that are left behind.  This box will be emptied every 30 – 45 days and taken to Goodwill.  We strongly suggest that you put your name in your jackets, t-shirts, and any other items that you might remove and leave behind.  There will be a lot of similar items and that is the best way to tell yours from someone else’s.  

Rude, Disrespectful, or Inappropriate Behavior:  You should be kind and courteous at all times to your fellow teammates, your coaches, other competitors, spectators and vendors.  There will be absolutely no tolerance for rude, disrespectful, or inappropriate behavior at any function that involves Winnersville Elite Cheer and Dance.  This includes loud talking, yelling, and gossiping.  This also includes your time inside and outside the gym facility, whether you are physically on the property or away at a competition or fundraising event.  Rude, disrespectful, or inappropriate behavior includes, but is not limited to attitudes, talking back to any coach, any owner or officer of the gym, being hateful to any other person in the gym or any other competitor, talking bad about any other person in the gym or any competitor, foul language, and public displays of affection that are inappropriate to your surroundings.  

Unless specifically asked for your opinion about an issue, please do not voice one during practice.  All decisions will be made at the discretion of the coach.  You are welcome to speak to the coach after class provided that they do not have another class waiting.  If they do, you might want to schedule an appointment with your coach so that he/she can give you the attention you deserve.  Please feel free to talk to your coach, just do it at the appropriate time, not in the middle of class.  

Any student or team member one who threatens to quit the class or team will be dismissed from the gym immediately and any unused tuitions or fees will be forfeited.  This also goes for any parent who threatens to remove their child from the program.  Bad attitudes breed bad attitudes and we want to have a very positive and fun environment.  To be a good competitor you must also be a good sport.  Good sportsmanship will be rewarded and bad sportsmanship will be punished.  
Dress Code:  
1. The following items will not be allowed in the gym or at any gym activity:  shorts exposing the bottom cheeks, low cut tops exposing large amounts of the breast area, pants that hang down below the hip exposing underclothes.  We are a family facility with children of all ages present at various times.  You are expected to dress and act accordingly. When you are at a gym activity outside of our facility, you are representing both the gym and your team.  Make us proud!

2. You are expected to be in full dress at any gym activity from the beginning of the event to the very end.  There are usually pictures to be taken at most events and you must be ready at all times.  For competition teams, you are expected to keep your full uniform on until after the awards ceremony and the group pictures have been taken.  Once you have been dismissed, you are free to change clothes and remove your make-up.

3. All jewelry must be removed prior to practices and/or competitions. This includes anything on any areas of your body that is exposed or that may come in contact with another team member.  Failure to remove your jewelry could cause injuries to both you and the other person.

4. If you are given a specific dress code (special colors or clothing items) for the class you are taking, you are expected to follow it.  It is much easier to critique a group’s motions and movements if everyone is dressed alike.  

Questions and Concerns:  For your convenience, we have placed a locked “Comments and Suggestions” box in the front lobby.  You are encouraged to utilize this as a way of communicating your ideas and concerns to us.  You do not have to put your name on it and any notes put in the box will be kept confidential.  The box will be emptied at least once each week so nothing should go more than a few days without being seen.  If you have a question or concern that you feel needs a more immediate response, please take it to your coach immediately.  If you feel that you are unable to speak directly to them or do not feel that you received the proper attention from them, please feel free to contact Susan Colson at 229-563-1901 or email her at administrator@winnersvilleelite.com.  

Emergency Phone Calls:  You will only be allowed to use the gym phone in the case of an emergency.  If someone should need to get in touch with you, please give them the gym telephone number of 293-9323 (293-WECD).  It will be at the discretion of the person at the front desk as to whether or not your class should be interrupted or to hold the message until a break.
