ALL Classes MUST be Registered for online, prior to the start of the month!

Class/Private Check List: 

1. eXtreem Cheer Registration Forms (Signed by athlete & parent)
2. Code of Ethics Contract/Emergency Contact Form 

3. Medical Release Forms (Signed by athlete & parent)

Tuition and Expenses: 

. These fees MUST be paid for your child to participate. Tuition is due every session, regardless if practices are missed due to vacation, illness, family emergency, etc. There is a $25 charge on all returned checks. Please note that your class fees are not based upon attendance, but merely reserve your place in the class. Whether or not you choose to attend is up to you.
· Session tuition is due at the FIRST PRACTICE at the beginning of each session. Accounts that are unpaid beyond the THIRD practice will be charged a $20 late fee.   Credit Cards will be charged by the THIRD practice if no attempt has been made to make payment.  Accounts that are unpaid beyond the FOURTH practice will result in suspension from the team until the account is brought up to date. 

There will be NO refunds to anyone who quits or is asked to leave the program. Anyone who leaves or is dismissed is responsible for all owed tuition during the month of participation. 

Classes Policies:

*One class a week for 4 weeks- $70 ($17.50 per class)*
*Two classes a week for 4 weeks-$120 ($12.50 for second class)*
*Three classes a week for 4 weeks-$120 (3rd class is FREE!)*

Make-up Class:


We understand that classes will be missed for different reasons. With that in mind, we have developed our policy for this purpose. There are no refunds or credits given for missed classes. You may make-up one class per month. If you plan to attend a make-up class, you must notify the gym in advance of which day you plan to attend. This is to make sure that no class becomes suddenly overbooked. There will be no additional charge to make up a class. You must make up the class in the same month in which it will be missed. If you do not use your make-up class that month, you will not be allowed to carry it over to the next month. 

Private Class/Lessons:


Private class or lessons are paid directly to the gym. Private and semi-private lessons must be paid for on or before the time of the lesson. Please call to cancel a minimum of 24 hours in advance. If the cancellation does not occur, you must pay for that time slot whether the lesson is attended or not. If the lesson was paid for in advance and the cancellation was on time, a credit will be given for that class. 

Withdrawal from Class and All-Star Program


Our withdrawal policy asks for a written notices to be given to the office by the 15th day of the month prior to the month said termination is to be effective. (Ex. notice must be received by June 15th in order to withdraw for July) Without said notice your child will continue to be enrolled and tuition will be due by the first day of class the next month. Official withdrawal forms are available at the front desk.

eXtreem Cheer Code of Conduct: 
Rules
1.  No smoking, drinking of alcoholic beverages or use of drugs. This will warrant immediate dismissal from the squad.

2. Challenging the authority of the coach or person in charge, by student or parent, will be automatic dismissal from the team.

3. Abusive behavior, profanity, lying or any other negative form of behavior is grounds for dismissal.

4. Each member will follow all rules and guidelines given by the coach or person in charge.

5. Any negative behavior towards an eXtreem Cheer member or to another gym, via any medium (i.e. internet); will result in immediate dismissal from the team. No GOSSIP about any other team (All-star or school). No GOSSIP about another team member.

6. Jeopardizing the safety of oneself or any other member is grounds for disciplinary action or dismissal.

7. There is absolutely no gum, candy or jewelry, food or drinks (exception of water) of any type allowed in the practice area of the gym.

8. Absolutely no street shoes allowed on the mats.

9. All cell phones must be turned off and left outside of practice area.

10. Each member must be aware that no person has a right to be on eXtreem Cheer, it is a privilege.

11. Each member and parent must be aware of the responsibilities required and the commitment he or she is making o the team.

12. Each member must be willing to cooperate with and be helpful to the coach or any person in charge.

13. Each member must realize the manner in which they conduct themselves while representing eXtreem Cheer or not, directly reflects on the entire gym. All cheerleaders and eXtreem Cheer families will show good sportsmanship at all times.

14. Each member will be willing to work hard, take directions and strive for excellence.
